This
role brings church media to life by connecting with the congregation and online audience through
confident on-camera presence and authentic communication, while consistently reflecting CSC’s
vision, values, and lifestyle.

Communications Ministry exist to capture the life of our church and all that God is doing in and
through it. Through photography, videography and other related multimedia skills, we want to
glorify Christ and share Jesus with others. We are a community that embodies discipleship all
while growing in our skills and relationship with God and each other.
